Busch wins at Michigan 
in return to Xfinity Series

After a scary crash at Daytona 
left him with a broken leg and foot, 
Kyle Busch had to focus on some 
pretty simple milestones.

“Obviously, the first step was 
just being able to stand up,” he 
said. “Next step was being able to 
walk.”

Now Busch can check off some 
more advanced accomplishments 
in his recovery.

Busch returned to NASCAR’s 
Xfinity Series on Saturday for the 
first time since his accident — and 
he did so with a flourish — win-
ning at Michigan International 
Speedway.

He resumed his Sprint Cup 
schedule last month, but the race 
at MIS was his first in NASCAR’s 
second-tier series since breaking 
his right leg and left foot in Febru-
ary.

It was Busch’s record 71st 
career victory on this circuit. He 
won the 250-mile, 125-lap race in 
his No. 54 Toyota by 0.477 seconds 
over Chase Elliott.

Pole winner Joey Logano and 
Kevin Harvick were battling for the 
lead on lap 117 when Harvick 
brushed against Logano’s No. 22 
Ford, sending them both sliding to 
the outside. That gave Elliott and 
Busch a chance to take over the 
top two spots, and Busch passed 
Elliott five laps later.

“It was going to be hard to pass 
that 22 car, and fortunately Harvick 
took care of that for me,” Busch 
said. “They got together a little bit. 
This place was so fast today and 
such hard racing was going on.”
