LMC men use defense 
to beat Andrews

BERRIEN SPRINGS 
— The Lake Michigan 
College men’s basketball 
team used a strong defen-
sive effort to beat An-
drews University 51-38 
on Saturday.

“It was a defensive 
struggle all night,” LMC 
coach Doug Schaffer 
said. “Fortunately our 
defense held serve, and 
we made a few buckets 
down the stretch to keep 
them from getting too 
close.”

Terry Davis and Mike 
Bush scored 13 points 
apiece to lead LMC (2-0) 
and Ja’Mare Washington 
added 10. Bush also had 
five assists. Arsenio Ar-
rington had nine re-
bounds and four blocks.

Robert Moon led An-
drews with 10 points.

Dolphins take 
another step back  
in 33-17 loss to Bills

ORCHARD PARK, 
N.Y. (AP) — Bad snaps. 
Porous defense. And an-
other loss to the Buffalo 
Bills.

The Miami Dolphins, 
under interim coach Dan 
Campbell, are starting to 
resemble the sluggish, 
sloppy team that led to 
former coach Joe Philbin 
getting fired five weeks 
ago.

After winning their 
first two games under 
Campbell, the Dolphins 
(3-5) showed signs of  re-
gressing in dropping their 
second in a row, a 33-17 
loss on Sunday. And an 
extended rest didn’t seem 
to help a team that was 
coming off  a 36-7 loss at 
New England on Oct. 
29.

“That was certainly not 
the way we wanted it to 
go, or expected it to go,” 
said Campbell. “Yeah, 
we know all the nega-
tives.”

There were many on 
both sides of  the ball 
during an outing in which 
Buffalo’s Sammy Watkins 
had 168 yards receiving 
and broke the game open 
with a 44-yard touch-
down late in the third 
quarter. 

Miami’s run defense 
was nonexistent. After 
allowing a combined 229 
yards in its past three 
games, the Dolphins gave 
up 266 to Buffalo. LeSean 
McCoy had 112 yards 
rushing and a touch-
down, while Bills rookie 
Karlos Williams has 110 
yards rushing and two 
scores.

The Dolphins’ offense 
sputtered at critical times. 

The troubles began with 
the first snap from scrim-
mage, which slipped 
through the hands of 
quarterback Ryan Tan-
nehill and through the 
end zone for a safety.

 James scores 29 
despite bruised 
quad as Cavs beat 
Pacers 

CLEVELAND (AP) 
— LeBron James scored 
29 points playing with a 
bruised quadriceps, and 
the Cleveland Cavaliers 
beat the Indiana Pacers 
101-97 Sunday for their 
sixth straight win.

James took a knee to 
the leg Friday and said he 
would get round-the-
clock treatment so he 
could play against the 
Pacers. The treatment 
paid off  as James hit sev-
en free throws down the 
stretch and found Kevin 
Love for two key baskets 
in the final 27 seconds.

Love scored 22 points 
and had 19 rebounds for 
the Cavaliers, who haven’t 
lost since the season 
opener against Chicago.

Paul George scored 32 
points for Indiana, which 
went scoreless for nearly 
four minutes after taking 
a 90-88 lead. George’s 
3-pointer with 18 seconds 
remaining cut the lead to 
97-95.

The Cavaliers broke 
full-court pressure and 
James hit Love for a dunk 
with 8.2 seconds left. 
George Hill scored with 
6.7 seconds remaining, 
but James made two foul 
shots at the 5.3 mark.

James remained in Fri-
day’s game after the injury 
and said he was hopeful he 
would play against the Pac-
ers. He was 10 of 23 from 
field and came within two 
points of matching his sea-
son high, which he recorded 
Friday.

A third-quarter basket 
gave James 9,018 for his ca-
reer, moving him past Jerry 
West into 19th place on the 
NBA’s field goal list.

George, who scored a 
season-high 36 points Fri-
day against Miami, had an-
other outstanding game, 
making 11 of 21 from the 
field and grabbing 11 re-
bounds.

The Pacers had won three 
straight after losing its first 
three games.

The Cavaliers trailed 
through two quarters in 
three straight games, but 
used a 9-2 run to take a 40-
36 lead at halftime.

Joey Crawford, one of 
the game’s three officials, 
left the court in the third 
quarter with an injured 
right knee and didn’t  
return.

track, and having to drive 
one-handed for a long 
stretch when he was having 
to hold on to the shifter to 
keep his car from popping 
out of gear. 

Logano, Keselowski’s 
teammate at Team Penske, 
got knocked from first to 
last among the eight 
championship contenders 
after being intentionally 
wrecked by Matt Kenseth 

at Martinsville a week 
ago. Logano’s title shot 
took another huge hit 
when he had a blown tire 
after only 10 laps at Texas, 
where he finished 66 laps 
back in 40th place.

Logano kept the No. 22 
off  the wall after spinning 
on the backstretch, but 
there was still significant 
damage to the rear fender 
and the inside of  the car. 
He was 64 laps back when 
he returned to the track.

“The left rear tire came 
apart and shredded every-

thing inside the car,” Lo-
gano said. “It did a lot 
more damage than just the 
tire blowing apart.”

The only one of  the title 
contenders who finished 
outside of  the top nine at 
Texas, Logano will have to 
win next week to get to 
the finale with a champi-
onship shot for the second 
year in a row. 

Kenseth was absent 
serving the first of  his 
two-race suspension from 
NASCAR after his ap-
peals were denied. That 

ended Kenseth’s streak of 
571 consecutive starts, 
which was the second-lon-
gest active streak behind 
the Gordon’s 795 in a row. 
Jimmie Johnson and Ryan 
Newman have each start-
ed 502 consecutive races 
since the 2002 Daytona 
500.

Camping World Truck 
Series points leader Erik 
Jones took over in 
Kenseth’s No. 22 Toyota 
for Joe Gibbs Racing, and 
the 19-year-old finished 
12th.

Armstrong, who missed 
last week’s embarrassing 
loss at Purdue because of a 
foot injury, rallied the Corn-
huskers (4-6, 2-4 Big Ten) 
from 12 points down in the 
last 4 1/2 minutes for the 
largest fourth-quarter 
comeback in program his-
tory.

The ending overshad-
owed the performance of 
Michigan State’s Connor 
Cook, who threw for 335 
yards and matched his ca-
reer high with four touch-
down passes.

“Just disappointed,” 
Cook said. “Obviously we 
were so close and we had 
the game in our hands and 
to see it just ripped away 
like that in that short 
amount of time, it hurts.”

Armstrong ran for a short 
touchdown with 1:47 left to 
make it 38-33. After Michi-
gan State (8-1, 4-1, No. 7 

CFP) went three-and-out, 
he led the drive that defines 
his career so far.

“We’re going to collect 
ourselves and understand 
that our destiny is in our 
hands,” Dantonio said. “We 
control our own fate in 
terms of winning the (Big 
Ten) East and that’s the 
thing we’ve got to focus on.

“Disappointing the way 
it worked out at the end, of 
course, and it shouldn’t 
have, I guess.”

Starting at his own 9, 
Armstrong hit Jordan 
Westerkamp for passes of 
28 and 33 yards. Two plays 
later, he found Reilly for the 
winning score.

The Spartans got a final 
chance, but Cook passed 
out of bounds from the Ne-
braska 41 as time ran out.

Nebraska’s sideline 
cleared, a season full of 
pent-up frustration playing 
out with players and coach-
es at midfield dancing as the 
music blared. The Spartans 
walked slowly toward their 

locker room.
The first five of the hard-

luck Huskers’ six losses 
came by a total of 13 points, 
with the initial one against 
BYU coming by way of a 
Hail Mary.

“I don’t know if you call 
it justice or not,” first-year 
Nebraska coach Mike Riley 
said when asked if  the 
Huskers were due for a 
break. “The kids earned 
this win tonight. It’s like ev-
ery game we lost that came 
down to the wire. Those 
things are so haunting. We 
made the plays to win the 
game and, boy, were those 
big plays.”

The Huskers played 
strong throughout against 
the Spartans, but it didn’t 
look as if  it would be 
enough. Michigan State 
used a drive that lasted al-
most 9 minutes of the fourth 
quarter to go up 12 points. 
The Huskers weren’t done.

Cook completed 22 of 
35 passes and Gerald Hol-
mes ran 20 times for 115 

yards. Cook’s four TD 
passes gave him a school-
record 68 for his career, 
two more than Kirk Cous-
ins had from 2008-11.

The Spartans, who came 
into the game off  an open 
date, had not been very 
sharp in winning its first 
eight games. They beat two 
of  the weakest Big Ten 
teams, Purdue and Rut-
gers, by narrow margins 
and needed the play of  the 
year from Jalen Watts-
Jackson to beat Michigan 
on a last-second botched 
punt. Even in its previous 
game, a 52-26 win over In-
diana, Michigan State led 
just 28-26 entering the 
fourth quarter.

This time they couldn’t 
finish.

“I think it is on us as 
leaders to make sure the 
team understands that we 
do control our own desti-
ny,” Harris said, “and we’re 
going to be measured most 
importantly on how we 
bounced back from this.”

Western Conference-leading Stars 
beat Red Wings 4-1

DETROIT — The Dallas 
Stars are off to their best 
start in franchise history, 
proving that a potent of-
fense coupled with a defen-
sive mindset is quite a com-
bination.

Patrick Sharp and Valeri 
Nichushkin scored in the 
first period and Dallas had 
two empty-net goals in a 
4-1 victory over the Detroit 
Red Wings on Sunday.

Kari Lehtonen stopped 
10 of 11 shots in the first 
two periods and finished 
with 21 saves for Dallas.

The Western Conference-
leading Stars are 12-3-0 
with three straight wins and 
victories in six of their past 
seven. It’s their best 15-
game start since the 1980-
81 season, when the Minne-
sota North Stars began 
10-2-3, according to 
STATS.

“We’ve got guys who can 
score, but the big key is 
we’re buying into playing 
well at both ends of the ice,” 
Stars general manager Jim 
Nill said during the first in-
termission. “In this league, 
though, you can never get 

comfortable.”
The Stars are far from 

satisfied, knowing they 
didn’t make the playoffs last 
year for the sixth time in 
seven seasons.

“We’re only a couple of 
wins out of sixth, seventh 
place,” said Tyler Seguin, 
who started the day with an 
NHL-high 21 points and 
had an empty-net goal at 
Detroit. “It’s a long journey 
ahead.”

Jimmy Howard stopped 
20 shots for the Red Wings 
before getting knocked out 
of the game midway 
through the third period. 
Dallas center Jason Spez-
za’s right knee connected 
with the left side of How-
ard’s head when he skated 
toward the front of the 
crease. After Howard talked 
to athletic trainer Piet Van 
Zant on the ice, he was re-
placed by Petr Mrazek.

Red Wings coach Jeff  
Blashill said Howard was 
not evaluated for a concus-
sion.

“He wanted to come back 
in the game, but it had been 
too long,” Blashill said. “He 
had some contact (lens) is-
sues.”

Mrazek made just two 

saves before being pulled to 
add an extra skater, leaving 
the net open for Seguin with 
1:08 left. Cody Eakin added 
another empty-net goal in 
the final minute.

Detroit pulled within a 
goal with 27 seconds left in 
the first period on a power 
play when Gustav Nyquist 
redirected Niklas Kro-
nwall’s slap pass past Leh-
tonen. Detroit had won 
three in a row for the first 
time since opening the sea-
son 3-0.

Sharp scored first, taking 
advantage of a diagonal 
pass to the left circle from 
John Klingberg 7:22 into 
the game.

“I got a lot of room to 
move on the blue line,” 
Klingberg said. “I wanted 
to shoot the puck, but they 
had guys in the lane.”

The Stars were outshoot-
ing and outskating Detroit 
and were rewarded when 
Nichushkin skated with the 
puck behind the net, gave it 
up, got to a rebound and 
scored on his second shot 
of the dominant even-
strength sequence to put 
them ahead 2-0. Nichush-
kin scored for the first time 
since his rookie season two 

years ago.
“It was a big relief,” Ni-

chushkin said through an 
interpreter.

In the second period, 
both teams were limited to 
just three shots each be-
cause of tight checking and 
players clustering in front 
of the net. 

“Last year, we thought we 
could outscore every team,” 
Seguin said. “This year 
we’re focusing on D zone, 
how we’re competing in our 
own end.”

The Stars had a man ad-
vantage with just fewer than 
8 minutes left when Jona-
than Ericsson was called for 
roughing after punching 
Ales Hemsky, who checked 
Ericsson’s face into the glass, 
leaving him bloody.

“It looked like a hit to 
the head and then we end 
up in the box,” Red Wings 
captain Henrik Zetterberg 
said.
NOTES: Nichushkin 

didn’t score in his first 12 
games this year after a 
groin injury limited him to 
eight scoreless games last 
year. ... Nichushkin had 14 
goals and 34 points as a 
rookie during the 2013-14 
season. 

He also credited Forte for 
helping prepare him. 

Forte gave Langford an 
up-close look at his offsea-
son regimen — which in-
cludes uphill wind sprints 

— when they worked out 
together in the offseason.

“He’s been a great influ-
ence since I’ve been here 
in OTAs and minicamps,” 
Langford said. “He’s been 
helping me out. I feel like 
I’m in a great position, 
I’m blessed to be behind a 
running back like Matt 

who’s willing to help me 
out and teach me along. 
Even now when he’s not 
playing, he’s still teaching 
me.”

Notes: Besides Forte, 
WR Eddie Royal (knee) 
and C Hroniss Grasu 
(neck) remain sidelined. 
LB Pernell McPhee (knee) 

also sat out practice the 
past two days. ... Gase in-
sisted he is not thinking 
about the possibility of 
landing a head coaching 
job, although he figures to 
be sought after with Cut-
ler thriving under him. 
“That stuff ’s so far away,” 
Gase said.
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
