World Series          
Game 5 ratings up

NEW YORK (AP) — 
The World Series’ Game 5 
had its highest television 
rating since 2009.

The Royals’ 7-2 win over 
the Mets in 12 innings 
Sunday night to win their 
first championship since 
1985 averaged a 10.0 rating 
and 17 share and 17.2 mil-
lion viewers on Fox. The 
network said Monday it 
was the highest-rated 
Game 5 since the Yankees-
Phillies World Series six 
years ago.

The World Series once 
again trailed a regular-sea-
son NFL game, though. 

The “Sunday Night Foot-
ball” matchup between the 
undefeated Broncos and 
Packers averaged 23.0 mil-
lion viewers on NBC. It 
was the highest-rated Sun-
day night game on NBC 
of the six that have gone 
against the World Series.

The World Series aver-
aged 14.7 million viewers, 
up 6 percent from last 
year’s Giants-Royals 
matchup that went the full 
seven games.

Ratings represent the 
percentage of homes with 
televisions tuned to a pro-
gram, while shares mea-
sure the percentage of TVs 
in use at the time.

Kansas City had a 60.0 
rating and 80 share Sun-
day.

ND worker fired after 
sexual coercion charge

SOUTH BEND (AP) — 
A University of Notre 
Dame official said Mon-
day that the school has 
fired an academic coach 
after a student complained 
the woman coerced him 
into having unwelcome 
sexual encounters with her 
daughter.

The firing occurred two 
weeks before the student’s 
attorneys filed a lawsuit 
Friday against the coach 
and university. The stu-
dent, coach and her daugh-
ter, a Notre Dame employ-
ee who attends a nearby 
school, are not named in 
the lawsuit.

In a statement Monday 
to The Associated Press, 
university spokesman Paul 
Browne denied allegations 
listed in the lawsuit that 
university administrators 
knew or should have 
known that the academic 
coach, who is white, was 
targeting black students, 
including members of 
Notre Dame’s football and 
basketball teams.

Browne said the univer-
sity launched an investiga-
tion, which led to the ter-
mination, after the black 
student’s claim against the 
academic coach. However, 
he described references to 
student-athletes being in-
volved as being “unfound-
ed,” calling them “nothing 
more than cynical attempt 
to attract publicity.”

Michigan 
faces 
roster 
questions 

ANN ARBOR (AP) — 
No. 16 Michigan is pre-
paring for Saturday’s 
game against Rutgers 
with questions at both 
quarterback and running 
back — and trying hard 
to have short memories.

Just as the Wolverines 
(6-2, 3-1 Big Ten) tried 
hard to forget their last-
play loss to Michigan 
State on Oct. 17, they in-
sist the emotional high of 
their goal-line stand for a 
win at Minnesota last 
weekend will be short-
lived.

“We didn’t dwell on (the 
Michigan State play) long 
at all. Coach (Jim) Har-
baugh told us to live with 
it and move on,” nose 
tackle Ryan Glasgow 
said. “The play against 
Minnesota, I think we’ll 
have the same approach. 
You can’t think just be-
cause you do that once, or 
win a game on a great 
play, you can’t let that 
blind you as you’re pre-
paring.”

Glasgow and lineback-
er Joe Bolden were cred-
ited with the tackle on 
Minnesota quarterback 
Mitch Leidner’s last-gasp 
sneak attempt. It was the 
Wolverines’ second 
straight stop from inside 
the 1-yard-line in the final 
seconds after they suc-
cessfully defended a play-
action pass on the previ-
ous play.

Earlier in that game, 
Michigan starting quar-
terback Jake Rudock left 
the field after suffering 
what Harbaugh would 
later call a “torso” injury. 
On Monday, Harbaugh 
said Rudock’s ability to 
play Saturday will be de-
termined this week in 
practice.

“We’ll see how much he 
can do,” Harbaugh said. 
“He’ll probably be sore, 
probably be limited. That 
would be expected.”

Harbaugh said “there’s 
no magic formula” for de-
termining Rudock’s avail-
ability on Saturday other 
than he would not put 
him in a position to fur-
ther injure himself. “We’ll 
go with the player that is 
our best option, the play-
er that gives us the best 
chance to win,” he said.

The Wolverines will ap-
parently be without tail-
back Ty Isaac, who does 
not appear on the depth 
chart distributed by 
Michigan on Monday. 
When asked for clarifica-
tion, Harbaugh said it’s 
“an internal matter.” 
Asked for further com-
ment, he said “I’ll keep 
you posted,” and, after a 
pause, added: “None of 
your business. That would 
be another way to say it.”

Michigan faces Rutgers 
(3-5, 1-5) with a key goal 
of trying to get its defense 
back on track against a 
Scarlet Knights offense 
that averages nearly 400 
yards per game.

After six games, the 
Wolverines’ defense was 
the top-ranked unit in the 
country in points allowed 
(6.3 points), No. 2 in total 
defense (181.3 yards) and 
passing yards allowed 
(115.5 yards) and No. 3 in 
rushing yards allowed 
(65.8 yards). 

In its last two games, 
Michigan’s opponents 
have scored a combined 
33 points.
