Flutie’s parents           
die in same hour

The eighth-year vet-
eran is expected to return 
to the top of the depth 
chart upon clearance by 
the Bears’ medical staff.

“In this league, it’s about 
the more the merrier,” Fox 
said Wednesday. “You try 
to build competition with-
in your own team. I think 
it makes everybody on 
your squad better. We’ll 
welcome Matt back with 
open arms.”

Forte was among the 
league leaders in touches 
and yards from scrim-
mage when he was injured 
Nov. 1 against the Minne-
sota Vikings.

With Forte sidelined for 
road wins over the San 
Diego Chargers and St. 
Louis Rams, Langford 
amassed 324 yards from 
scrimmage. The fourth-
round pick became the 
NFL’s eighth rookie since 
1960 to have multiple 
games with at least 70 
rushing yards and 70 re-
ceiving yards.

Langford has demon-
strated some of the vision 
and patience Forte has 
used to set up blocks 
throughout his successful 
career. The Bears also 
have been pleased with 
Langford’s pass blocking.

Forte did not speak to 
media Wednesday; he has 
usually done so on Thurs-
days or Fridays this sea-
son.

Winning works

ALLEN PARK, Mich. 
— After getting a rare vic-
tory, the Detroit Lions are 
eager to celebrate some 
more success. 

And, they’ll have a chance 
to do it at home.

Detroit (2-7) will face the 
Oakland Raiders (4-5) on 
Sunday at Ford Field in its 
first of three straight home 
games during a 12-day 
stretch.

The Lions will have the 
luxury of being at home 
during a short week before 
playing Philadelphia in 
their annual Thanksgiving 
game and hosting Green 
Bay a week later.

“The goal is to stack 
wins,” Lions cornerback 
Darius Slay said Wednes-
day. “It ain’t just about win-
ning one.”

Until Sunday’s 18-16 vic-
tory at Green Bay, the Li-
ons had not won one game 
on the road against the 
Packers since 1991.

They didn’t win one game 
anywhere this season until 
mid-October.

Detroit started the season 
0-5 before finally winning, 
beating the Chicago Bears 
in overtime. 

During a tumultuous 
stretch that lasted nearly a 
month, they lost two 
straight games, fired offen-
sive coordinator Joe Lom-
bardi and parted ways with 
team president Tom Le-
wand and general manager 
Martin Mayhew.

“When you win a game, 
you like the feeling and that 
makes you want to win even 
more,” Lions safety Glover 
Quin. 

“But a lot of times when 
you win, you tend to relax. 

When you win, you have to 
pull the reigns a little hard-
er. Instead of relaxing, you 
have to push a little hard-
er.”

To beat Oakland, a de-
pleted secondary is proba-
bly going to have to figure 
out a way to slow down a 
high-powered passing game 
with quarterback Derek 
Carr throwing to wide re-
ceivers Amari Cooper and 
Michael Crabtree.

The Lions were relegated 
Wednesday to signing a cor-
nerback who had been out 
of a job since they cut him 
last June. 

They brought back Bill 
Bentley, who had a season-
ending knee injury early in 
the 2014 season. Detroit 
drafted him in the third 
round in 2012 and he start-
ed eight games and played 
in 18 games over three sea-
sons.

“It’s tough to get, some-
times, guys that understand 
what you’re doing, particu-
larly on short notice,” De-
troit coach Jim Caldwell 
said. “We are at a little dif-
ferent stage. We don’t have 
time to groom a guy for 
three weeks and get him 
in.”

The Lions needed to fill 
the roster spot and place on 
the depth chart because 
cornerback Josh Wilson 
went on injured reserve, 
joining cornerback Rashean 
Mathis, whose season end-
ed a week ago because of a 
concussion.

Detroit’s interim general 
manager, Sheldon White, 
made the moves for a team 
that has a win-now mantra 
from team owner Martha 
Firestone Ford.

“We’re hungry for more 
wins,” tight end Brandon 
Pettigrew said. “We’ve got 

too many games left to just 
roll over. We’ve got a lot to 
play for, including our 
pride.”

And, the owner is watch-
ing closely to perhaps help 
her decide who stays and 
who goes during the offsea-
son.

Rodgers limited by right 
shoulder injury

GREEN BAY, Wis. — 
The physical toll of facing 
more pressure in the pocket 
has caught up with Green 
Bay Packers quarterback 
Aaron Rodgers.

The player that the slug-
gish Packers can least afford 
to lose was listed as limited 
in practice on Wednesday 
with a right shoulder inju-
ry.

Coach Mike McCarthy 
said before practice that his 
quarterback was “banged 
up.” Rodgers agreed with 
that assessment, though he 
said he was not concerned 
about his availability for 
Sunday’s crucial game at 
Minnesota.

“Probably banged up. 
But we all are at this time. 
It’s Week 11 coming up, ev-
erybody is dealing with dif-
ferent things,” Rodgers said. 
“You get a routine, learn 
how to take care of your 
body and push through 
things.”

Still, Rodgers’ health is 
just the latest worrisome is-
sue for the Packers. A three-
game losing skid has 
dropped Green Bay a game 
back of the NFC North-
leading Vikings.

Fourteen players were 
listed on the Packers injury 
report, including Rodgers 
and all of the team’s start-
ing offensive linemen except 
for center Corey Linsley.
