Forte questionable
for Bears vs. Rams

LAKE FOREST, Il
(TNS) — Bears running
back Matt Forte is listed as
questionable on the injury
report for Sunday’s game
against the St. Louis Rams,
But it seems highly unlike-
ly that Forte will return
from a sprained medial
collateral ligament in time
to help the Bears this week-
end at the Edward Jones
Dome.

The 29-year-old running
back admitted Friday that
he has seen drastic im-
provement in his recovery
this week but still has a lot
to consider before resum-
ing full-speed, full-contact
action. Forte suffered his
injury in the second half
of the Bears’ 23-20 home
loss to the Minnesota Vi-
kings two weeks ago. It’
the same injury he suffered
in 2011, a setback that kept
him out of the Bears’ final
four games.

Now, down the stretch
of a contract year, Forte
asserted Friday that he
must prioritize his long-
term future even as he
makes a determined push
to return to the lineup.

“That’s (a factor), if not
the most important factor
— the future.” Forte said.
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
