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Texas Western celebrates 
50th anniversary 
of historic NCAA title

EL PASO, Texas (AP) — 
David Lattin says some-
thing happens every day to 
remind him of Texas West-
ern’s historic NCAA cham-
pionship in 1966, when the 
Miners won with the first 
all-black starting lineup in a 
title game against all-white 
Kentucky.

The center from that 
team and eight of his team-
mates have gathered in El 
Paso for a weekend celebra-
tion of the 50th anniversary 
of a game that is largely 
credited for ending segrega-
tion in athletics at universi-
ties in the South.

“Somebody mentions it 
or somebody calls and tells 
me ‘Glory Road’ is on or 
something just comes to 
me,” the 72-year-old Lattin 
said Thursday, referring to 
the movie that was released 
10 years ago. “I enjoyed the 
movie. People ask me how 
much of it is true and I tell 
them 85 percent. And that’s 
fine. The story line is right 
on.”

Now called UTEP, the 
unknown school from far 
West Texas shocked basket-
ball royalty with a 75-65 
win in College Park, Mary-
land, and remains the only 
Texas team to win an 
NCAA title.

Lattin still lives in Hous-
ton, where he grew up and 
starred for an all-black high 
school in a segregated city 
before joining Hall of Fame 
coach Don Haskins’ team.

Nevil Shed, also 72 and 
now living in San Antonio, 
was born in New York and 
more familiar with integra-
tion than Lattin as a youth.

“There will be a lot of 
teams that win a champion-
ship, a lot of great teams,” 
Shed said in his booming 
voice. “But will they stand 
in the history of basketball 
like this one? I’m not sure 
we will ever see a champi-
onship with so much mag-
nitude.”

Three days of celebrating 
started with the players 
sharing memories and will 
continue Friday with a pan-
el discussion. 

The team will be honored 
during UTEP’s game 
against Conference USA 
opponent Western Ken-
tucky on Saturday.

Lattin and Shed were 
among five of the seven 
black players from the team 
who made the event. The 
others were Willie Cager, 
Orsten Artis and Willie 
Worsley. Guard Bobby Joe 
Hill died in 2002, and team 
captain Harry Flournoy 

couldn’t make the trip be-
cause of an illness.

Jerry Armstrong, Louis 
Baudoin, Togo Railey and 
Dick Myers were the white 
members of the team. Da-
vid Palacios did not attend.

“The thing I remember 
most about that season, 
about beating Kentucky in 
the championship game, 
was that I just wanted to 
play more games and more 
games and more games,” 
said the 73-year-old Cager, 
who still lives in El Paso. “It 
was so much fun. We were 
just playing some basket-
ball and having fun.”

Armstrong became a 
high school teacher and 
basketball coach in Mis-
souri, winning 329 games at 
four schools over 21 years. 
The 71-year-old retired in 
1996 and lives in Mountain 
Grove, Missouri.

“I’ll always remember 
that Iowa game,” Arm-
strong said, referring to a 
regular-season win over the 
No. 4 team for the Miners, 
who finished 28-1. “It 
opened the eyes of the me-
dia. It set the tone for what 
kind of season we could 
have.”

It’s a season the Miners 
are still celebrating 50 years 
later.

Three share lead at Phoenix Open

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz.  
— Rickie Fowler overcame 
some bad shots for a share 
of the lead Thursday in the 
Waste Management Phoe-
nix Open. Phil Mickelson 
compounded his mistakes 
and fell back.

After an hour-long frost 
delay at chilly TPC Scotts-
dale, Fowler played the first 
six holes in 5 under. A 
group behind, Mickelson 
took the lead at 5 under 
with a birdie on his eighth 

hole.
While Fowler finished 

with a 6-under 65 to tie 
Shane Lowry and Hideki 
Matsuyama for the lead in 
the suspended first round, 
Mickelson had a 69 after 
dropping four strokes in a 
two-hole stretch.

“I made some good putts 
to start,” Fowler said. “Just 
kind of got everything go-
ing. Made a couple of bad 
swings. Cost me a little bit, 
but other than that, nice 
way to get off to a good 
start.”

Mickelson bogeyed the 

par-3 fourth after hitting 
short and right and failing 
to reach the green with his 
second, and unraveled with 
a triple bogey on the par-4 
fifth. 

He drove out of bounds 
to the right, hit his second 
tee shot into the right bun-
ker and three-putted from 
50 feet.

“I hit a bad shot at the 
wrong time,” Mickelson 
said. “It’s the tightest hole 
out there. You miss the fair-
way 5 yards left, you’re in 
the wash, in the hazard. 
You miss it right of the 

bunker, you’re out of 
bounds. ... I’m not going to 
dwell on the one bad one 
because there were really a 
lot of good ones.”

The best one was on the 
par-5 13th — his fourth 
hole of the day — when he 
hit a 252-yard hybrid ap-
proach to 2 1/2 feet to set 
up an eagle.

Winless in 48 events since 
the 2013 British Open, the 
45-year-old former Arizona 
State player is working with 
swing coach Andrew Get-
son after splitting with 
Butch Harmon.

Committee 
to consider 
expanding 
replay in 
targeting 
calls

The NCAA football 
rules committee will con-
sider allowing replay offi-
cials to call targeting pen-
alties that are missed by 
on-field officials.

The committee will take 
up the issue next week 
when it is scheduled to 
meet for three days, start-
ing Tuesday, in Orlando, 
Florida.

Any changes to the tar-
geting rule figure to draw 
the most attention from 
fans. 

The targeting rule was 
instituted in 2013 to de-
crease hits to the head and 
deter players from leading 
with their helmets. The 
penalty is 15 yards and the 
penalized player is ejected 
from the game. 

The ruling on the field is 
subject to video replay re-
view and can be over-
turned.

The committee will con-
sider giving replay officials 
more flexibility in how 
they review targeting pen-
alties and allow them to 
call fouls that are not 
called on the field.

The committee will 
again review the illegal 
man downfield penalty. 
The current rule penalizes 
the offense if  linemen are 
more than 3 yards down-
field from the line of 
scrimmage when a pass is 
thrown. 

Last year the committee 
proposed changing the 
limit to 1 yard, but the 
proposal was tabled. It 
can be a difficult rule to 
enforce, with one official 
responsible for tracking 
five linemen. 

Complaints from defen-
sive coaches about un-
called violations of the 
rule have been on the rise 
in recent years as offenses 
try to take advantage by 
passing behind run-block-
ing linemen.

The committee will re-
view ways to help officials 
enforce the rule more con-
sistently for the 2016 sea-
son.

Manziel’s ex-girlfriend tells police he struck her

CLEVELAND — John-
ny Manziel’s ex-girlfriend 
told police the Cleveland 
Browns quarterback hit her 
during an argument last 
weekend in Texas and said 
he appeared to be on drugs, 
according to a police re-
port.

The report released 
Thursday by Fort Worth 
police provides the first de-
tails of the altercation that 
took place between Man-
ziel and Colleen Crowley. 
Manziel was being investi-
gated for a possible assault 
on Crowley, but both Fort 
Worth and Dallas police 
have not charged him with 
a crime.

Manziel, however, is fac-
ing punishment by the 

NFL, which is investigating 
the incident. League 
spokesman Greg Aiello 
said in an email to The As-
sociated Press that “we are 
aware of the police report. 
Our review is continuing.”

It’s the second time since 
October that Manziel has 
been under review by the 
league for a domestic inci-
dent. He was cleared of 
wrongdoing after police 
were called when he and 
Crowley got into a heated 
roadside argument in Avon, 
Ohio.

Crowley told police that 
Manziel was “aggressive” 
toward her after they were 
out with friends on Friday 
night at the Zaza Hotel in 
Dallas. She said he struck 
her, including once in the 
left ear, before they drove 
back to her Fort Worth 

apartment. Crowley said 
Manziel, the 2012 Heisman 
Trophy winner from Texas 
A& M, struck her several 
times on the trip to Fort 
Worth. According to the 
police report, Crowley was 
“somewhat vague on the 
details of the assault.”

Crowley said she later 
fled her apartment on Sat-
urday and ran to a neigh-
bor’s for help in an attempt 
to get away from Manziel, 
who fled the scene on foot.

Manziel told TMZ 
Sports on Thursday night 
that he didn’t strike Crow-
ley and added that he was 
not a threat to her or him-
self.

“I’m completely stable,” 
he told TMZ, which did not 
provide any video of its in-
terview. “I’m safe and se-
cure.”

Sgt. Steve Enright said 
Fort Worth police deter-
mined “no reported crimi-
nal offense occurred” with-
in the city’s jurisdiction.

Dallas police issued a 
statement Thursday night 
saying they conducted a 
follow-up investigation and 
Manziel’s case is closed.

After Crowley informed 
police she was concerned 
for Manziel’s well-being, 
they used a helicopter to try 
to locate the 23-year-old. 
Police also tried calling 
both Manziel and his par-
ents, who could not be 
reached. An officer finally 
contacted Manziel’s father, 
Paul, who said he had seen 
his son and that “he was 
doing fine.”

The police blacked out 
several details in their re-
port.
