Lakeshore coach Sean Schroeder 
doesn’t see a clear favorite among 
the eight teams remaining in the 
Class B boys basketball state tour-
nament.

“It’s kind of wide open,” Schro-
eder said. “I think any of the eight 
teams left could win it. We’re hop-
ing to take advantage of our oppor-
tunity. But we’ve got to take it one 
game at a time.”

Next up for Lakeshore (18-7)  is 
a quarterfi nal against Hudsonville 
Unity Christian (16-8) at 7 p.m. 
Tuesday at Vicksburg. The Lancers 
are in the quarterfi nals for the third 

time in fi ve years, and the fourth 
time under Schroeder.

“It’s always great to be playing 
this late in the year,” Schroeder said. 
“It’s fun for the kids, it’s fun for the 
coaching staff. It was fun to be in 
the gym this morning at practice.”

Lakeshore is led by 6-foot-11 
center Braden Burke, who had 
21 points, 13 rebounds and seven 
blocks in the 42-40 regional fi nal 
win over South Haven. The Lanc-
ers have also had big performances 
from 6-7 forward Max Gaishin and 
6-6 forward Colin Brushwyler dur-
ing their tournament run.

All that size  will present a chal-
lenge for Unity Christian, whose 
tallest player is just 6-4.

LSJ hockey has record-setting season
The Lakeshore-St. Jo-

seph  Warriors high school 
hockey team completed a 
multi-record breaking sea-
son in March with 39 wins, 
shattering last year’s 30-win 
total. This was only the sec-
ond time in the team’s his-
tory that it fi nished fi rst in 
the Michiana High School 
Hockey League, and the 
fi rst year that it  won the 
South Bend City Tourna-
ment.

At the top of the stats 
chart, junior Reidar Burge-
son recorded 59 goals and 
had 41 assists for a total of 
100 points in just 52 games. 
These numbers shattered 
the season goal scoring re-
cord for LSJ set at 41 by 
Cullen Hoffman during the 

2014-2015 season, and the 
season point total record 
of 78, also set by Hoffman 
during the same year.

Captain Alex Breyen set 
a new season assist record 
at 53, breaking a Hoffman 
2014-2015 season record 
(37) as well.

“I really enjoyed play-
ing for LSJ this year and 
I’m happy I was able to 
contribute to our success,” 
Burgeson said in a news 
release. “Everything we ac-
complished was a team ef-
fort and part of the reason 
we did so well was that we 
worked together and each 
player had a role in achiev-
ing what became the best 
season in school history.”

Junior defenseman and 

assistant captain Drew 
Waning agreed.

“Our ability to win was a 
result of bonding as a team 
early on and playing for the 
team, not individuals,” he 
said.

Assistant team captain 
and senior Jake Mavis 
bested the previous season 
goal record as well with 49 
goals, and Breyen posted 
83 points to fi nish second in 
team point totals.

“I’ve never loved playing 
as much as I did this season 
with my teammates—who 
became family,” said Mavis.

Burgeson led the league 
in goals and points this sea-
son, with Breyen leading 
the league in assists.

Not an easy 
loss to forget 
for MSU

Denzel Valentine had one 
of the best seasons, and 
careers, in Michigan State 
basketball history.

Valentine’s last game, 
though, is one that will 
haunt him forever.

The national player of 
the year candidate matched 
a season high with six turn-
overs and shot 5 of 13 in 
the second-seeded Spar-
tans’ stunning, 90-81 loss 
to 15th-seeded Middle 
Tennessee State in the fi rst 
round of the NCAA tour-
nament.

“When you’re in this 
position and everybody’s 
looking at you, you’ve got 
to come through,” he said 
softly Friday. “I didn’t come 
through. I’ll remember that 
for the rest of my life.”

The Big Ten player of the 
year did have 13 points, 12 
assists and six rebounds, 
but he and his teammates 
simply could not slow down 
the Blue Raiders.

“That’s probably one of 
the worst games we played 
all year, and it happened 
to be in the fi rst round,” 
Valentine said. “You can’t 
have that if  you want to win 
championships.”

Middle Tennessee State 
jumped out to a 15-2 lead 
and never trailed in a game 
in which it made 56 percent 
of its shots and was even 
better beyond the 3-point 
line, where four players 
combined to make 11 shots.

“We just failed defen-
sively,” Matt Costello said 
after equaling a career high 
with 22 points and grab-
bing nine rebounds. “That’s

Early NCAA exit 
ends frustrating 
season for Michigan

ANN ARBOR — For a 
few fl eeting moments, the 
path to the Sweet 16 seemed 
to be opening up for Michi-
gan.

The Wolverines weren’t 
quite good enough to take 
advantage.

A frustrating season for 
the Wolverines came to 
an end Friday night when 
Michigan lost 70-63 to 
Notre Dame in the NCAA 
Tournament. Third-seeded 
West Virginia had already 
lost, so if  Michigan had 
made it to the round of 32, 
the Wolverines would have 
faced Stephen F. Austin in-
stead. But there would be 
no extended run for coach 
John Beilein’s team in a sea-
son when just making the 
tournament was a struggle.

“The depth that we had, 
that we expected to have go-
ing into the season is sitting 
on the bench with Spike Al-

brecht and Caris LeVert,” 
Beilein said after the loss to 
Notre Dame. “We’ll always 
wonder with those two.”
