According to Economic
Club President Mike Cook,
Romney’s visit to South-
west Michigan just weeks
before the presidential
election couldn’t be bet-
ter timing for The Club. In
his speech, Romney will
candidly offer his take on
“The Future of America/
The Politics of Today,” and
the impact Clintons and
Trump’s bid for the White
House are having on them.

Romney was the Republi-
can presidential nominee in
2012. As governor of Mas-
sachusetts from 2002-2007,
he led a dramatic reversal of
the state’s fortunes and sus-
tained a period of econom-
ic expansion. He also was a
catalyst for changing Mas-
sachusetts’ health care nro-

grams, implementing a pri-
vate, market-based reform
that ensured every citizen
had health insurance. His
education reforms helped
ensure that his state’s young
people could compete in
the global economy.

Prior to serving as gov-
ernor, Romney was presi-
dent and CEO of the 2002
Winter Olympic Games in
Salt Lake City, Utah. He
eradicated a $379 million
operating deficit and orga-
nized 23,000 volunteers just
months after the devastat-
ing Sept. 11, 2001 terrorist
attacks.

As a businessman, Rom-
ney founded Bain Capital,
one of the nation’s most
successful venture capital
and investment companies.
