Organizations that The 
Pokagon Fund has helped 
sponsor this year include:
• Meals on Wheels of 

Southwest Michigan/Se-
nior Nutrition Services, 
which delivers hot meals 
to home-bound senior citi-
zens as well as assemble 
meals to the River Valley 
Senior Center in Harbert 
and two locations in Dow-
agiac.

“Not only does this ser-
vice help reduce hunger 
and support overall health, 
it also allows those deliver-
ing the meals the chance to 
socialize with the recipients 

and check on their overall 
welfare,” a Pokagon Fund 
press release stated.
• Feeding America 

West Michigan, which re-
claims safe surplus food 
from farmers, manufactur-
ers, distributors and retail-
ers. The Pokagon Fund 
reported that Feeding 
America’s mobile pantries 
are on track to distribute 
more than 90,000 pounds 
of  fresh produce, dairy, 
bread and other non-
perishable goods in Three 
Oaks, New Buffalo and 
Chikaming townships in 
2016.
• Blessings in a Back-

pack (BIB), which pro-
vides elementary school 
students with food 
throughout the school 
year. Some  50 percent 
of  schoolchildren in the 
River Valley School Dis-
trict qualify for free or 
reduced-price lunches, 

which are paid for by the 
federal government. BIB 
supplements the program 
by sending those students 
home with easy-to-pre-
pare, nutritional meals 
for the weekends.
• The Harbor Country 

Rotary Club, which annu-
ally distributes food bas-
kets to 20-plus families in 
need whose children attend 
New Buffalo Area and 
River Valley schools.
• A.C.T.I.O.N. Dowa-

giac, which distributes 
through a church pantry 
United States Department 
of Agriculture commodi-
ties aimed at improving 
the health of low-income 
elderly persons.

Since its inception, Coc-
ciarelli said the Fund has 
granted over $600,000 to 
support 25 different orga-
nizations that help feed stu-
dents, families and seniors.

“The organizations re-

ceiving our grants have 
a proven history of  ad-
dressing the immediate 
concern of  inadequate 
food supplies as well as 
creating longer-term ben-
efits for our most vulner-
able audiences,” she said. 
“In children, we have seen 
that nutrition can affect 
physical, cognitive and 
behavioral development, 
with the result that hun-
gry students are less likely 
to focus and learn, and 
more likely to struggle 
with social interactions.

“At the other end of the 
spectrum are our senior 
citizens, who may live away 
from family and are unable 
to shop or prepare food on 
their own.”

The Pokagon Fund is a 
nonprofit, private founda-
tion supported by revenue 
from the Four Winds Ca-
sino Resort in New Buf-
falo.

“I was also asked if it was 
hard to give shots,” Spitzke 
said. “I’ve enjoyed how cu-
rious the kids are. It’s nice 
to know they care enough 
to find out for themselves. 
I wish I had something like 
this when I was younger.”

“There is a law enforce-
ment culture that many 
people outside don’t un-
derstand,” he said. “I think 
it’s impossible for me to 
stand here and make you 
understand it. ... What 
I hope to do here today 
is to give you a little in-
sight into the culture of 
law enforcement.”

He said most police 
officers enter the profes-
sion to serve. He said po-
lice officers know there 
is a risk with the job, but 
that with that risk comes 
the opportunity to make 
a difference.

“It is a very noble pro-
fession,” he said. “We 
are the guardians of  de-
mocracy.”

But, he said the cu-
mulative effects of  the 
stress that police officers 
endure every day can 
weigh them down. He 
said the stress from con-
stant danger and sleep 
disruption can lead to 
PTSD.

He said police officers 
need to do their part to 
learn about the culture 
of  the neighborhoods 
they patrol. He said that 
takes proactive educa-
tion and training.

But, he said police 
officers can’t build the 
trust by themselves.

“It’s going to take 
everybody to start de-
veloping that trust,” he 
said.

He said ALPACT can 
help bring the commu-

nity and law enforcement 
officers together to restore 
trust.

“I’m a friend of  AL-
PACT. I’m a big support-
er of  it. And I know the 
benefit that ALPACT has 
had in police and com-
munity relations in the 
southeast Michigan area,” 

he said. “This is definitely 
something that is needed 
everywhere.”

Now that he’s retired 
and is a counselor, he said 
his main job is to provide 
police agencies with  psy-
chological services  such 
as pre-employment evalu-
ations, critical stress de-

briefings and individual 
counseling for police offi-
cers who’ve been involved 
in stressful situations.

Economists forecast 
tight US labor market

ANN ARBOR (AP) 
— Economists at the 
University of  Michi-
gan say in an annual 
forecast that they think 
the U.S. unemployment 
rate will stay below 5 
percent next year.

Five researchers at 
the university’s Depart-
ment of  Economics put 
out the report Thurs-
day. They say they 
found a tightening U.S. 
labor market with a na-
tional economy forecast 
to add 3.7 million more 
jobs over the next two 
years. That’s a slower 
pace than over the last 
two years. But they 
say the predicted fall-
ing unemployment rate 
should help part-time 
workers who want full-
